In Matthew 13:44 it tells us “Again, the kingdom of 
heaven is likened to treasure hidden field, that which 
when a man has found he find it, he hide it. And for 
joy thereof go and sell it all that he has and buys that 
field.” Understand that we have all that we need in 
Christ, therefore, we must let go of everything that 
has been drawing us back and hindering us. We don't 
need to take what the enemy has to offer us.  
 
Jesus came and died on the Cross so that we can live 
an abundant life in Him, a victorious life! What He 
accomplished on the cross is the treasure for 
Believers. As Believers, we don’t have to worry or be 
anxious for anything (Philippians 4:6-7)!  
 
By Faith, we 
believe He died on the Cross for our healing, 
deliverance, peace, joy, strength, and more. It is 
finished!
